Ever since, non-profit groups have 
been burdened by increasing amounts of paperwork, all in the name of 
accountability.  What does it mean for you?  You must keep and provide 
documentation that proves to funding agencies that: 

♦ you need their money for valuable projects/programs 

♦ you will spend it on things they approve of  

♦ you will spend it the way you say you will 

♦ you will thank them for it publicly.   

So, make sure you play by the rules, and remember that you share in 
the public trust to be wise with public money!
